Red Cross Responds to Multiple Apartment

Fires in May and June

n the months of May and June the American Red Cross Lakeland Chapter
IDisaster Action Team has responded to four apartment fires, three single family
fires and one barn fire assisting 101 individuals and fire and rescue personal.

The apartment fires included a 16-unit, 12-unit and two 8-unit complexes.

The American Red Cross was there to
meet the immediate emergency needs of
the individuals effected. The Red Cross
provided the families with comfort kits
(which include personal care items such
as: soap, shampoo, toothbrush, tooth-
paste, deodorant, razors etc.), handmade
quilts in sizes for adults, children and
infants along with new stuffed animals
and teddy bears. Families with infants
were also given diapers and wet wipes.
Vouchers were provided for emergency
lodging, restaurant meals, medications,
groceries and clothing. "The most impor-
tant action anyone can take in a home fire
is to get out of the building to safety, so whatever they are wearing is usually the
only clothing they have," said Judy Gregory, Emergency Services Director.
"The vouchers we provide allows the people to purchase some clothing to get
through the first few days after the fires." The Red Cross also worked with local
agencies to assist the families with long-term recovery plans.

The building remains from the 8-unit apartment fire
on Pecan St. from May 5th, 2004

The direct amount associated with the fires for May and June has cost the
Lakeland Chapter around $16,000. "Supplies and dollars are greatly impacted
when you have an apartment fire because of the many individuals it effects, but
then to have four within a six-week time frame is unbelievable," said Gregory.

Desk

he last quarter of our fiscal year
Twas marked by considerable

activity in Disaster Services.
Our Chapter supported disaster relief
operations by sending volunteers to
help with the Indiana and Kentucky
floods, clean up kits and supplies to
assist with the Winnebago County
flooding and locally supporting the
needs of 93 people impacted by four
large apartment fires in the Green Bay
area. We were there to help.

Our staff and volunteers who respond-
ed to the apartment fires during a
four-week period of time did an out-
standing job. The feedback we've
received from the people helped and
fire personnel has been so positive.

In order to continue to provide this
level of support to our community, we
need your ongoing financial support.
This year would have been a break-
even year for the Lakeland Chapter
financially if not for three factors
impacting us during the fourth quarter
of our fiscal, which were beyond our
control. The factors impacting our
financials include a 25% increase in
our Transportation Service fuel
expense, a 15% reduction in United
Way funding for Disaster Services and
Transportation, and the $16,000
required to support the needs of indi-
viduals and families from the apart-
ment fires.

Please consider making a financial
gift that will continue to provide the
resources necessary to respond.

Local Volunteers Assist With Storms in

Indiana and Kentucky

on and Mary Verdegan returned to their Kewaunee home on June 18
D from their 16th national disaster relief operation. Destructive tornadoes,

storms and flooding in the southern Indiana and Kentucky area started May
26 and lasted for several days. The Verdegans were called upon by the American
Red Cross National Disaster Volunteer Relief system on June 4 to aid the disaster
victims. Their responsibilities included reviewing, finishing, and closing cases.
They helped with approximately 1,200 cases. Don and Mary’s main goal was to
make sure everybody had a place to stay.

The American Red Cross assisted the families by finding shelter in hotels, apart-
ments or with family and friends. Monetary assistance was also given for security
deposits and first month’s rent for people renting new apartments. Vouchers were
handed out for one week’s worth of groceries and for clothing. Bed linens, towels
and mattresses were also given to the victims if needed.

Even though Don and Mary are seasoned
disaster relief volunteers, it was their first
time witnessing the effects of flash floods §
(in KY), including a mobile home that
was broken in half and separated. The
most damage they witnessed occurred in
Prestonsburg, KY where approximately
950 homes either had major damage or
were destroyed.

Although there were many disaster vic-
tims in the Indiana/Kentucky area, Don
and Mary were pleased that they could
make a difference through their work with the American Red Cross.

The summer months are becoming more and more difficult to collect blood

and we could really use your help. Why is it more difficult to collect blood

during the summer? High school and college students during the school
year account for at least 15% of blood donations. During the summer these stu-
dents either move out of the area or are busy working full time jobs Another con-
tributing factor to lower blood donations is many of our loyal donors are on vaca-
tion when we go to their business or can't make it to the blood drive because they
are covering for someone who is on vacation.

So, when you come to a blood drive this summer, why not bring a friend, family
member or co-worker with you? Encourage young adults who are 17 years old or
older who are home for the summer to go to a blood drive near them. Who knows, it
could save the life of one of their friends.

Are you eligible to donate?

Have you been told by the American Red Cross that you are no longer able to
donate? Several of the blood donor regulations have changed including traveling
to Europe and the United Kingdom. The new restrictions read that any person who
spent six or more months in Europe from 1980 to 1996 or United Kingdom from
1980 to 1996 can not donate blood at this point. Please give us a call at 1-800-626-
1315 to find out if you are now eligible.
